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By-Laws

of

Madison County Genealogical and Historical Society


This Corporation is a non-profit corporation organized and incorporated as a charitable corporation under the Statues of the State of Arkansas.

ARTICLE I


The name of this Corporation shall be Madison County Genealogical and Historical Society.

ARTICLE II

Objects


The objects of this society shall be:

Section 1:  
 To create and foster an interest in genealogy and historical data.

Section 2:  
To preserve genealogical and historical data of Madison County and the 



State of Arkansas, particularly of our ancestors.

Section 3:
To aid individual members in compiling family genealogies.

Section 4:
To establish, through fund raising events and contributions of members 



and others, a genealogical library which will be the private property of



this Society.

Section 5:
To locate, collect and preserve historical material, and to publish news,



historical articles, notes and other material that is deemed to be worthy of



publication.

ARTICLE II

Memberships

Section 1:
Membership in this Society shall be open to all persons interested in



genealogical or historical research, or in other purposes of this Society.

Section 2:
All membership dues are due and payable on the first day of the calendar



year and payment of membership dues shall entitle the member to receive



four issues of the quarterly magazine, “The Madison County Musings” for



the year that the membership dues were paid for.

Section 3:  
The amount of membership dues shall be determined by vote at two



consecutive regular meetings and must have a majority vote of members



present at said meetings for change.

ARTICLE III

Officers

Section 1:
The officers of this Society shall be President; Vice-President; Recording



Secretary; Corresponding Secretary; Treasurer; and Auditor.

Section 2:
No member shall hold more than one office at a time.

Section 3:
All officers shall be members in good standing.

Section 4:
The term of office for each officer shall be two years.  In November of 



odd-numbered years, a slate of officers shall be elected (and likewise



thereafter in odd numbered years).  Said officers shall take office on



January 1st of the next year and shall hold the office for two years.

ARTICLE IV

Duties of Officers

Section 1: 
The President shall preside at all monthly general meetings of the Society,



and shall be ex-officio member of all committees except the nominating



committee.  The President shall also perform such other duties as required



or assigned.

Section 2:
The Vice-President shall assist the President and shall assume the duties of 



that office in the absence of the President.  In the event of the President’s 



incapacity or resignation, the Vice-President shall become President.  The



Vice-President shall be program chairman and shall perform such other



duties as required or assigned.

Section 3:
The Recording Secretary shall keep a permanent record of the minutes of



all meetings of the Society, shall have a copy of the By-Laws available at



all meetings for reference and perform such other duties as required or



assigned.

Section 4:
The Corresponding Secretary shall conduct the correspondence of the



Society, keep a list of members willing to do research for others;  shall



act as Recording Secretary in the absence of that officer, and shall also 



perform such other duties as required or assigned.

Section 5:
The Treasurer shall be responsible for the safekeeping of Society funds,



maintaining adequate financial records, collecting membership dues,



regularly and promptly depositing all monies received by the Society in



an insured financial institution, signing checks and paying the obligations



of the Society.  No monies shall be paid out by the Treasurer unless



authorized.  The Treasurer shall make a financial report at each monthly



meeting, shall submit an annual financial report, maintain an up-to-date



membership record of all members which shall be available on request,



and perform such other duties as required or assigned.

Section 8:
The Auditor shall audit the books at the close of the fiscal year.  The fiscal



year shall run from January 1st to December 31st.

ARTICLE V

Meetings

Section 1:
General meetings of the Society shall be held at the Society’s library



on the second Monday of each month.  The general meetings shall be



open to anyone interested in the purposes of the Society.

Section 2:
Additional meetings may be called by the President as deemed necessary



to conduct necessary business of the Society.

ARTICLE VI

Elections

Section 1:
The Nominating Committee shall consist of three members and shall be



appointed by the officers in October of odd-numbered years.  The 



Nominating Committee shall present its list of nominees at the November



meeting and nominations from the floor shall also be accepted.

Section 2:
The election of officers in odd-numbered years shall be held at the



November meeting.  The Nominating Committee shall present the names



of the candidates for each office.  Each candidate nominated by the 



Committee must have agreed to serve.  Further nominations may be made



from the floor.  In the event more than one person is nominated for any



office, election shall be made by secret ballot and a majority vote elects.



If there is only one nominee per office, election shall be by voice vote.

Section 3:
In the event there becomes a vacancy in any office, the officers shall by



majority vote fill such office.

ARTICLE VII

Meeting Conduct

Section 1:
The meetings of this Society shall be conducted following Robert’s Rules



of Order.

ARTICLE VIII

Board of Directors

Section 1:
The Board of Directors shall consist of all elected and appointed officers.

Section 2:
The Board of Directors shall have supervision of the business of the 



Society between meetings.

Section 3:
The Board of Directors shall meet by the call of the President for 



special meetings.

ARTICLE IX

Amendments


These By-laws may be amended or revised at any regular meeting of the Society, provided that the amendment has been presented at the previous regular meeting.  The By-laws may be amended or revised by a two-thirds vote of members persent and in good sanding at said regular meeting.
